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Scoring Rubric:

Structure: The following elements are worth 1 point each: 


Title, Date (in ink), Main Ideas/Question Area, 


and Summary.  Elements must also be organized as in 


the diagram to the right.

Main Ideas/Questions: This score is based on the number of questions/main 


ideas written in the margin.  Each question/main idea is worth 1 point 


for a maximum of 3 points.

Highlighting and Noting: This score is based on the highlighting or extra 


notations made within the body of the notes for a maximum of 1 point.

Summary: Each complete, relevant sentence written in the summary section 


is worth 1 point for a maximum of 2 points.

Quantity: This score allots a maximum of 2 points for 1 full page and up to 


1 point for up to ½ a page.

Neatness: Notes that are exceptionally neat and legible will receive 3 points.  Notes that are legible will receive 2 points.  Notes that are mostly non-legible will receive no more than 1 point.

*Subject Expectations: Juniors and seniors must take twelve pages of Cornell notes per week.  Specifically, at least one page of notes is required for each of your academic classes (English, Math, Social Science or Science, and AVID) and the other eight pages of notes may be from any class of your choice.
