Project Ideas:

Video Reenactment – Record a 2-3 minute video that reenacts a discriminatory practice in history

Video Interview – Conduct a 2-3 minute video interview of someone who has been discriminated against

Undercover Video – Dress up and/or disguise yourself as a different race/ethnicity.  Record how you are treated in a store.  Then come in as yourself.  Is there a difference in the level of service? 

Skit – Act out a 2-3 minute scene of discrimination that has happened to you, your group members, family, or friends, etc.

Collage – Prepare a collage of images that represent the discrimination of a particular group in history.

Poster – Prepare a poster with phrases or quotes that illustrate discrimination of a particular group.

Poster – Prepare a poster with pictures and a few paragraphs that describe a particular kind of discrimination and how it has affected people.

Story Book – Write a book with illustrations about a particular instance of discrimination 

Rap – Write and perform a rap about discrimination

Song – Write and perform a song about discrimination

Power Point Presentation – Create a Power Point presentation with pictures, words, phrases, stories, etc. about a specific kind of discrimination 

Poetry – Collect and present three poems about a particular kind of discrimination 

Poetry – Write an original poem about discrimination and its affect on people 

Music – Find and present two songs that have been recorded about a particular kind of discrimination

The Art of Discrimination – Put together a portfolio of artwork depicting discrimination of a particular group

Speech – Find and present two speeches given by influential leaders about a particular kind of discrimination 

Speech – Write a speech about discrimination, why it is wrong, and how to overcome it 

Art – Create an original piece of artwork that has an anti-discrimination image/message on it

Letter – Write a letter to a senator, congressman, city official, school official, etc. that gives concrete ways of eliminating discrimination

Diorama – Make a shoebox diorama that depicts a particular scene of discrimination from history 

Comic Book – Create a comic book that tells the a particular story of discrimination from the past or present 

Brochure – Create a brochure with stories of discrimination and suggestions for overcoming it

Newspaper – Create a newspaper that includes true accounts of discrimination
