Almost to the Finish Line:

An AVID Senior Assignment

Introduction:

For the last three years, you have been preparing for college and aiming to complete college acceptance requirements.  It is now time for you to begin submitting applications to the colleges of your choice.

Even though some of you have decided to attend a community college and then transfer to a four-year university as a post-secondary plan, or even join the military, all AVID seniors are required to submit at least two college applications.  Those students who have decided to attend community college should not see this assignment as a waste of time.  Remember, that you will have to submit an application to a four-year university when you are ready to transfer from your community college.  So, consider this assignment to be a legitimate means of practice for completing the application process for a four-year university.  

Requirements/Process:

· During the month of October, you must meet with your counselor to discuss which colleges are a good match for you and to make sure that you have met all of the college acceptance requirements.  Before meeting with your counselor, make a list of the colleges of your choice.  The meeting with your counselor should not be the first time that you think about which colleges you want to attend.

· Once you decide to which colleges you want to apply, do some research to figure out what each college’s application process entails (e.g. application fee, deadlines, test requirements etc.) and what information you have to provide on their respective applications.  *Also, keep me in the loop.  Let me know which colleges you will be applying.

· Complete the applications and submit them.  Remember that you are required to complete at least two college applications.

· Once you submit a college application, provide me with proof that you did.  If you mail your application, provide me with a scanned copy of your completed application.  If you submit your application online, provide me with a copy of the submission confirmation page (or email) that the college provided after you submitted your application.

· When you receive acceptance letters, please let me know.

Point Value:

100 Points (50 per completed application), which will be included in the Class work/ Homework category of your grade, which is 30% of your overall grade.

Due Date:

Proof of your college application submission is due on or before the last day we meet for 1st semester.  However, keep in mind that a lot of colleges accept students as they receive the applications, so try not to wait too long to submit them.
