AVID Scholarship Criteria:

The AVID Senior Standout Scholarship Awards are monetary awards ranging from $250 to $35,000. They are either one year or multi-year awards, divided into renewable funding increments, based on the funder/sponsor and award amount. Funds are sent directly to the financial aid office of the university attended by the recipient. The SDCOE awards are granted to over 60 top AVID seniors who have completed at least four years in the AVID program by the end of the senior year. The Senior Standout represents his/her AVID school site as the top AVID Senior, according to the guidelines provided in the rubric. The site’s AVID Coordinator and Site Team nominate one candidate per site.

Minimum scholarship criteria for AVID Senior Standouts:

· 3.0 GPA

· 4 years in AVID, including Senior year

· 50 hours Community Service

· 1 AP/IB or college transferable course

· 1 year extra curricular activities

· Completed application with transcript & photo, submitted by the due date
